Fewer teen pregnancies meant less dependence on government resources, greateragmuortumities for the teens involved,
and a much greater likelihood of achieving a higher education. There was little dissent at the time to try this ap®ach
context of sex education, and early results were promising.

In any event, the case was se
with the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) before ever going to court, so we will never know what those
bench would have decided.

In 1996 another abstinence program was enacted, known as Title V, under the Welfare Reform legislation. Once a&gain,
argued that delaying sexual debut through teaching sexual abstinence would have a beneficial affect for teens. In fac
believe both of these programs have had a positive outcome since the United States has seen (until very recently) ne
decales of decline in teen sexual activity and with it a decline in teen pregnancies, teenage abortionsfamedbatk births.
Initially, nearly all states accepted Title V funding, but over the past five years or so opponents of abstinence edueatio
successfully convinced more and more states to decline this funding from the federal government.

The last component of federal funding came in the year 2000 when a program designated as Special Projects of Regic
National Significance (SPRANS) wanitially administered by the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA unt
HHS. A few years later it was moved under the Administration of Children and Families and renamed the CeBasedity

Abstinence Education (CBAE) Program. The CBABgam quickly became popular throughout the entire country, but als
became a primary target of opponents of abstinence education who favored an approach which advocated the

contraception for teens. These opponents often claimed there was no evidgrabstinence education worked, often ignoring
or downplaying studies showing any positive effects, and have persuaded the present Administration and Congress to ¢
with nearly all abstinence education funding.

Harvey Fineber@f the Institute of Medicine of the
National AcademiesMr. Max Siegal with theAIDS Alliance for Children, Youth, and Familieand youth speaker
Ms. Shelby Knox. Ms. Knox, along with Mr. Siegal, testified as advocates against the abstinence appro:
unfortunately neither of them was eegtucated in a federalfyinded Ab Ed program, just religiolmsed abstinence
programs.

The committee allowed only one Ab Ed expto testify, Dr. Stan WeedVe e d 6 s car ef ul ana
outcomes between comprehensive sex education and Adokzdd to be a tipping point for the hearing. Dr. Weed,
who has performed countless evaluations of abstinence programs with the Institute for Research and Evaluatior
that abstinence programs have not been evaluated to the same extentreductsn approaches, and showed
evidence that the failure rates of comprehensive sex ed programs are actually higher than those of Ab Ed.
