ot many events stand out in my mind as that day in September of 1997 when I opened the Washington Post and 

read the headline about the results from the National Longitudinal Study of Adolescent Health, more 

commonly known as ñAdd Health.ò  There in bold print was the proclamation that a ñscientific study found 

parents to be the biggest influence of youth.ò Well, it took twenty-five million dollars of taxpayer money to make this 

discovery, which virtually everyone else across America already knew, but now it was official. Parents really do 

matter. 

 

The reason it was a surprise to many in academia and even some in youth development at the time was because there 

had been a school of thought that (dysfunctional) parents were the cause of most problems youth encountered.  As a 

result of that thinking many professionals and programs excluded parental involvement and even sought to weaken 

parent-child bonds rather than strengthen them. Fortunately those days are now past and parents are correctly seen as 

powerful forces in pointing young people in the right direction. 

 

What is the importance and magic about this powerful influence parents have over their children? To begin, bonding 

begins at the earliest of ages and continues through all the developmental years. Children are protected, fed, and 

clothed by these adults in their home who they see as guardians of their lives. It is parents who they learn to trust for 

information, direction, and comfort. As children begin to explore their boundaries it is parents they rely on to show 

them the limits to which they can go before they place themselves in jeopardy. Discipline may not always be liked but 

it is largely accepted as part of the growing and exploring process. 

 

As children grow into adolescence it was previously thought they wanted to completely sever that parent-child bond in 

order to develop their own personal identity. Indeed, many in academia felt it might even be beneficial to have the bond 

broken so that the adolescent could develop into the person they really wanted to be. Fortunately, Add Health brought 

us all back to reality when it showed that even youth who appeared not to pay attention to what their parents were 

saying were not only still listening to them but also were influenced by what they perceived their parents would want 

them to do or how they would like them to behave. 

 

The findings of Add Health showed conclusively that there was a significant protective factor for those young people 

who felt a strong parent-child connectedness. Youth in this category were far less likely to drink alcohol, use drugs, 

have sex, smoke tobacco, be involved in violence, have suicidal thoughts, or act out in other anti-social behaviors.  

What surprised most researchers was how long this affect lasted and how many young people were subject to its 

beneficial effects. As a result we have seen positive movement toward families spending more time together, eating 

more meals together, and participating in joint activities; all of which strengthen the parent-child connection and result 

in healthier lives for Americaôs youth.  ƴ

n one month my daughter will be 18 years old; next year at this time she will be in college. My heart is already 

breaking. As I write this, she is upstairs in her bedroom with a fever of 102.1; a fallen victim to the H1N1 virus.  I 

am working from home today and playing nursemaid to her, bringing her Motrin and toast and putting cool wash 

clothes on her forehead. Who will do that for her when she is away at school? These are the things running through my 

mind as I contemplate her future away from home. 

 

I have always dreamed of her going away to school and what she might do with her life. But I never thought of the 

reality that she would actually leave home to do that. In my brain there has been a disconnect with those two events. I 

am guessing that other parents have had similar experiences. We work hard to provide for our children so that they can 

succeed in life. Be better than we were; more successful; wiser; smarter. In order to do that though, they have to 

become the adults we have prepared them to be. As I think back over the years, I wonder where the time has gone.  

How have 18 years slipped by so carefully without my noticing?   

 

One thing I know for certain is that my daughter and I have a strong connection with each other that will not be broken 

by the miles that will separate us while she is at school. Researchers call this parent-child connection a ñsuper-

protector.ò Parent-child connectedness is a condition characterized by the (positive) quality of the emotional bond 

between parent and child and by the degree to which this bond  is both mutual and sustained over time.
1
  That gives me 

encouragement because I think she will need all the protection she can get!  The  parent-child  connection  is  really  the  

most important component in a young personôs life.  

Parent-child connections comes about as a result of 

the act of parenting, that is care-giving, and as such, 

is not necessarily dependent on the presence of 

biological parents or a particular family structure, 

such as the nuclear family. Young people need to 

feel connected to someone and if they have not 

established a strong connection with someone at 

home, they will find it somewhere else. Positive 

youth development programs are important because 

there are usually adults working in these programs 

that can fill this void for a young person.  However, 

when there is not an adult present to provide this 

positive connection a young person will seek out 

connections with others who may not have a 

positive influence. These teens are those who 

usually end up making connections that involve 

risky behaviors.   

 

Establishing a parent-child connection is easy when kids are little. The going gets tough though, when they become 

teens. My faith has taught my husband and me to set one night aside each week for family time. Over the years, these 

nights have been both fun and sometimes stressful. We have watched, TV, read scriptures, gone for walks, played 

games and talkedé.just about everything that you can imagine. Most of the time, my children looked forward to these 

family nights; other times they fought like cats and dogs. My husband and I have also established ñdate nightsò with 

our kids. My husband takes our daughter out for dinner and a movieéjust the two of them and I take each of our boys 

out by themselves for a ñdateò too. There are mother/daughter outings and ñmanly man adventuresò as well. While 

these dates and outings are fun, they also serve another purpose; they provide the one on one time that each child needs 

to discuss the things happening in their lives.

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The American Academy of Pediatrics states that: 

 

ñThe common thread among teens who do well academically and socially, and stay healthy and drug-free, is 

that they have close relationships with their parents. These teens report that their parents are interested in them, 

in what they do and in who they know. They also say their parents are curious about their lives and their ideas. 

They feel connected, because their parents listen to them and take time to find out whatôs going on in their 

world.ò 

 

If you are a youth-serving provider, this is the message that needs to be shared with parents.  While many parents 

believe that their teens arenôt interested in spending time with them (and maybe they arenôt at first) it is important to 

establish that connection and maintain it throughout the teen years. Communication with a young person and 

involvement in their lives are the two main components of this connectedness. However, neither behavior alone will 

have the same result of this ñsuper-

protectionò; they must coexist. Parents also 

need to know that while they can achieve 

this high level of protection through the 

modeling of positive behaviors and 

messages, the opposite result can also occur 

when negative behaviors are modeled. I 

remember my mother telling me, ñAlways 

practice what you preachò and with teens this 

old adage is certainly true.     

 

As for me, I am cherishing this last year that 

I have with my daughter before she leaves to 

forge her way in the world. She plans on 

attending school in Utah, far away from our 

home in Northern Virginia. Over the next 

year we will continue to support her and be 

actively involved in her life. She and I have a mother/daughter outing planned for right after Thanksgiving and will be 

seeing the Nutcracker at the Kennedy Center. While some people are telling me that I need to be prepared to cut my 

apron strings, I am looking at it from a different perspective. The connection we have created with not only our 

daughter, but our sons as well is an example of the great ties that bind us together and hopefully serves as a ñsuper-

protectorò from risky behavior. ƴ

ne of the Institute for Youth Developmentôs (IYD) core beliefs is that in order to further efforts to prevent 

youth-risk behavior, youth-serving professionals should encourage parents to be the primary educators of their 

children by setting examples of healthy relationships in the home, primarily because studies have identified 

parent-child connectedness to be the ñsuper protective factorò for avoiding negative life outcomes, including the effects 

of substance use, early sexual activity, and other delinquent behaviors.
1
 But new research has identified a key attribute 

of parent-child connectedness that is adding a new element to the protective factor that parents have on their kids; 

religion. 

 

This new study, performed by researchers at Child Trends and the University of Chicago examined factors in 

adolescence that predict risky behavior in young 

adulthood, using data from the National 

Longitudinal Survey of Youth in 1997. ñThe results 

of the study show that parent religious beliefs and 

attendance seldom directly influenced young adult 

risky behaviors. But they were important in the 

development of young adult religious beliefs and 

behaviors. These beliefs and behaviors both seemed 

to protect against risky behaviors. Young adults 

with strong religious beliefs were less likely to 

engage in unsafe sex, use illegal substances, or 

binge drink. Similarly, those who attended church 

regularly tended not to binge drink, use illegal 

substances, or smoke heavily. In addition, 

individuals who consistently attended religious services with their family in adolescence were less likely to binge drink 

or engage in delinquent behaviors as a young adult.ò 
2
 

 

What the study didnôt show was a direct causal link between 

parentôs religiosity and their childrenôs behavior. However, what is 

clear about the research again reinforces the influence that parents 

actually have on their children. While specific doctrine or religious 

practice may not determine whether a young person chooses to go 

out and smoke marijuana or steal a car, positive role modeling by 

parents via religious activity is yet another protective factor that 

parents can give to their children. What religion represents is a 

pathway for young people to consider in their developmental 

journey from youth to adulthood. They witness mom or dad going 

to church, synagogue, or mosque; attend services with them; and 

see the positive influence that spirituality has on their parentôs 

lives. Later on in life, instead of turning to binge drinking when 

times get tough, they may instead turn (or return) to the pews (see 

the structural equation model on the next page).

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Donôt get me wrong ï Iôm just as skeptical about the actual effect that religious beliefs and attendance has on risk- 

behavior prevention as say, a west-coast atheist might be (no offense to all those living on the west-coast, but some of 

you are notorious for this). For example, the study didnôt differentiate or ask young people what their parentôs specific 

religious beliefs were and how they practiced them. This opens up the possibility that some of the parents could be 

worshipping the Easter Bunny or the Tooth Fairy Ƅ although it is more likely that they were worshipping their local 

football team on Sunday, as many adults watch the 

National Football League as if it were a religion. 

However, at least for this discussion, a strong belief in 

Allah, Jehovah, Jesus, Vishnu, the Virgin Mary, or some 

other ñhigher powerò correlates to an avoidance of risky 

behaviors later in life for young people whose parents 

attend faith services. And no, the Virgin Mary was not a 

reference to the ñimmaculate receptionò by Franco 

Harris of the Pittsburgh Steelers in the 1970s Super 

Bowl game, for all of you still stuck on my NFL 

comment.  

 

In conclusion, it is important to realize that parents, 

especially those parents who have a strong religious and 

faith perspective, provide yet another protective factor 

for their children. Youth-serving organizations need to 

be careful, amongst all their theories and evidenced-

based practices for youth development, to remember to 

include parents when it comes to helping youth make healthy choices for their future. And by the way, science also 

says itôs OK to throw in a Priest, Rabbi, Monk, Imam, Minister, or spiritual mentor in the midst as well. After all, 

thereôs no research that says children canôt have too many protective factors to help them navigate the turbulence of 

adolescence. ƴ
